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Fifty years ago - from The Edmundian 
Editor ial, Chr istmas 1953 

 
We commemorate in this issue the double Centenary of the College chapel 
and of the Edmundian Association. 
The sketch of the interior of the chapel has been drawn by one of the boys to 
mark the great occasion that was celebrated on 19th March of this year. It is 
hoped that the familiar scene will evoke in all Edmundians, priest and lay, 
feelings of gratitude towards the building in which they came to know and 
love the beauty of the Catholic liturgy, and dedicate their lives to God: 
Domus mea, domus orationis vocabitur. 
A full report of the Centenary dinner of the Edmundian Association held at 
Park Lane Hotel on Tuesday, 29th September, will be found in the pages 
which follow. Edmundians will have read with pride the references in the 
national press to these celebrations as of one of the oldest ©associations of 
Old Boys in the country. 
Meanwhile the most aged of the College buildings have been subjected to a 
process of renovation. It says much for the sturdy building of the nineteenth 
century that it has withstood the onslaughts of the modern craftsman without 
disintegrating. It appears that out earlier fears of demolition were quite 
unfounded; the showers of slates, bricks and plaster were but a necessary 
preliminary to the work of reconstruction. We must now extend our thanks 
to Messrs Hitch for an exterior that looks as good as new. © 
We welcome to the school staff Fr Harold Winstone M. A., who has returned 
from Tollerton Hall, Fr Michael Garvey, B.A. and Fr Prederick Miles B.A., 
from Cambridge to AlIen Hall, Fr Andrew Moore L.C.L., from Rome, and 
Fr Patrick Cassidy to St Hugh©s; also Mr T. Taylor, the new P.T. Instructor 
and S. I. Almost all are well known to the College already and we hope that 
they will be with us for many years. © 
We must mention here the passing of Junior House, which has been in 
existence for boys in their first year in the School since 1945. The increased 
age of boys now coming into the School from St Hugh© s has now rendered 
this institution unnecessary. The Housemaster, Fr Allan, has taken over 
Talbot House in its stead from Fr Norris, while Fr Wins tone has become 
Housemaster of Douglass. 
During the Summer holidays the trees flanking the cricket field were cruelly 
felled by order of the V.D.C.  thus  at least a part of the famous ©heart© and all 
its legends will pass  into  oblivion.  Though  the scene  for those  who  knew  
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it before is one of desolation, we are now grateful for the foresight of Frs 
Purney and Geraerts, who several years ago planted limes to replace the 
ageing elms. We are informed that within twenty years we shall again have a 
handsome row of trees. 
The mystery of the portrait of Mgr Bagshaw, mentioned in the last issue, has 
now been cleared up. We understand that it was submitted to the Royal 
Academy by the artist, Miss Cecile Crombeke, but was not hung. We are 
pleased to say that it is now back in its place among the other portraits of 
past Presidents in the Ambulacrum. 
We express here our gratitude to the engineers of the G.P.O. who have 
installed an up-to-date telephone system in the College, which can be used 
for both internal communications and contact with the outside world. All the 
key  
rooms are equipped with business like instruments, and these are all 
controlled  
from a switchboard in the College office.

Requiescant in Pace 
 

Fr John Keep died on April 7th 2002. Having seen service in Ireland and Africa 
during the war he entered AlIen Hall in 1946 and was ordained in 1952. After 
studying at the Gregorian University in Rome he served the Archdiocese at 
Archbishop©s House, at Spanish Place and at AlIen Hall as Spiritual director. In 
1964 he took up the position of Canon Law, Liturgy and Ascetics at the Beda 
College. He became chaplain to the Visitation Convent, Waldron in 1970 and 
remained there till his death. 
 
Fr John Woods died on October 14th 2002. He entered the College in 1953, 
AlIen Hall in 1958 and was ordained in 1964. He  served in  the  parishes  of  
White City, 
Moorfields, Garston, Honwell, Acton East and Borehamwood, being finally 
forced to retire by a recurrence of his cancer, an illness he bore with great dignity 
and patience. He will be remembered especially for his outstanding contribution 
towards ecumenism, his devotion to his parishioners and his utter humility and 
sincerity. Always loyal to St Edmund©s, he bravely attended the London Dinner 
last June. 
 
Fr Patr ick ©Joe© Gibbons died on October 23rd 2002; he entered AlIen Hall in 
1968 and was ordained in 1974. After  serving  at  Burnt  Oak,  Edgeware  
Hospital 
and Hillingdon, he moved to Yeading in 1982. It was here in 1987 that he was 
involved with the bereaved and injured of the Zeebrugge ferry disaster which 
caused him severe stress. He bravely carried on as parish priest of Stonebridge 
and Gravel Hill before resigning to care for his mother in Ireland. In 1996 he 
returned to be parish priest in Pinchley until again forced to retire, finally 
succumbing to cancer in his adopted country of Ireland. 
 
Canon Louis Osborne Mar teau died on November 14th 2002; he entered the 
college in 1937, AlIen Hall in 1941 and was ordained in 1947. In 1948 he taught 
at St Hugh©s. After serving in a wide range of parishes he was released in 1971 to 
work full time with .those whose emotional problems were seen in the context of 
their religious faith. He founded the Dympna Centre and was director until 1994 
and was an advisor to the SS John and Elizabeth Hospitals. He had a keen interest 
in the human psyche and was a psychotherapist at the London Hospital. He wrote 
four books and many articles, lectured at the Royal London hospital and was 
chaplain to the Westminster branch of the Guild of Doctors. In all his ministries  
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Canon Louis had the gift of the ©common touch© and saw humour as a vital 
element in the human personality. 
 
Canon Lawrence Glancy died in Edinburgh on November 4th, 2002 having 
served in that archdiocese since his ordination. Forced to leave the Scots College 
in Rome because of the war he spent a brief period at AlIen Hall in 1942-3. He 
subsequently attended the Gregorian University and Oxford. 
 
Bishop Phillip James Benedict Harvey died on February 2nd 2003. He entered 
AlIen Hall in 1933 and was ordained in 1939. After serving in Cricklewood, 
Kentish Town and Fulham he was administrator of the Crusade of Rescue, later 
the Westminster Children©s Society from 1963 to 1977. He developed its work 
with the greatest devotion and integrity, was tireless in finding homes for children 
and preaching for funds and was instrumental in bringing about adoption reforms, 
for which he was awarded the OBE. His ordination as Auxiliary Bishop in 1976 
opened up another chapter in his ministry and he gave outstanding service to the 
priests and people of the newly established Northern Area of the Diocese. In his 
tribute the Cardinal spoke of him being missed ©by the thousands of families 
whom he helped to be families©. 
 
David Glen Wr ight died on September 16th 2002 aged 75. He was a member of 
St Hugh©s (37-39) and Challoner House (39-44). His funeral was at Highgate; OEs 
attending included Mgr Fred Miles, Fr Michael Pinot de Moira, Bernard ©Bunny© 
France and David Kay. He was always a regular and reliable supporter of 
Edmundian activities over the years of his adult life. He attended the informal 
gatherings at the Magpie & Stump in London, held on the first of each month 
during the 1950s, and in later years David was a familiar face at the Edmundian 
dinner dances, St Edmund©s Sunday, London dinners, Challoner House dinners, 
pilgrimages to Pontigny and Rome, and Latin Mass Society Days of Recollection 
at the College. 

David wished his ashes to be interred at St Edmund© s and a special Mass - 
in the Latin Rite - was sung for him by Fr Michael Pinot de Moira in the Shrine 
Chapel on Saturday 15th March. Following Mass, his remains were interred in the 
small graveyard next to the Chapel. alongside other Edmundians. 
 
Mrs Kathleen Wakefield, Assistant Matron in St Hugh©s and the wife of Sgt 
Major Harold Wakefield (59-67) died on November 3rd 2002. 
 
Richard Wood (D38-39) died on December 25th 2002, aged 78.

1853-2003 

 

The building of the Chapel was commissioned by Bishop Thomas Griffiths. It was designed 
by Augustus Welby Pugin, architect of the Houses of Parliament, and construction began in 
1845. The main structure was completed in 1853 at a cost of £11,000, and it was consecrated 
by Cardinal Wiseman on Whit Monday of that year. Intended as a Chapel worthy of the 
College©s place in Catholic England, its Rood Screen and East window are considered to be 
outstanding features of their time. 
 
The Edmundian Association was founded in 1853 and, for most of the time since then, has 
been active in bringing together former students and staff on a social basis and for the 
betterment of the College. Many thousands of Edmundians have belonged to the Association 
over its 150 years and consequently it has been able to make substantial donations to the 
College, including many for improvements in the Chapel. 
 
The Chapel has been the focal point for many great Edmundian occasions over the last 150 
years, not only the important Feast Days, but also ordinations of many priests and, more 
recently, Edmundian marriages. 
 
In parallel with this, the Association has gone from strength to strength, starting with an initial 
membership of fewer than 90 people to a current mailing list some 1400 strong, together with a 
successful website. Thus 2003 gives Edmundians a double reason for celebration.
