In 
the field College Captain Toby Gribbin bowled well in his opening spell of 7 
overs with 3 maidens and 1 wicket for 13 runs. Rhetoricians Stefan Bratu and 
Ahsan Butt, together with Toby, had a hand in 5 of the dismissals, 3 by Ahsan. 
Emeriti were captained by Tom Gillham, their top scorers being Simon Fuller 
not out 21 and Dan Keogh 20. Ben Bollig was there most successful bowler 
taking 3 for 37.

Emeriti 2003 
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From "A History of Cricket at St Edmund's College" (which 
appeared in several instalments in The 

Edmundian, 1901, Vol. 5) by Mgr. Bernard Ward 
 
Jim’s report on the Emeriti match might remind us of the venerable nature of 
this fixture (if not that of some of this years players!). ©"Bunny" Ward was 
President of the College, its great historian and undoubtedly one of the greatest 
Edmundians ever. He built the Pavilion and was a great railway enthusiast. In 
the following excerpt looking back 28 yeas it is difficult to be certain whether his 
real interest lay with the game or with trains - which in those days would bring 
you all the way to Standon. It also makes clear that whoever decided that 2003 
AD marked the 100th anniversary of the first Emeriti game (cf 20 above) was out 
by some 30 years. 
 
"I think it was in 1873 that the first Emeriti match was played, the first, that is, under 
that title; and it was played before the midsummer holidays. Our captain was John 
Boase. Poor Butterworth, the f irst boy captain, was dead, and another promising 
cricketer - Robert Patchett -likewise died this year. Our eleven was only moderate. I 
was put in at the last moment to keep wicket, in place of my brother Wilfrid who had 
left early in the summer. We won easily enough; a fact accounted for, partly by our 
being used to the peculiarities of our ground, and partly by the experiences our 
opponents had to go through. For a visiting eleven in those times had a long hard day 
of it. They had to leave soon after 6.00 am to catch the 7.20 train from old Shoreditch 
station; and after changing at Broxbourne, and a second time (with a wait of half-an-
hour) at St. Margaret's, they finally came on in a "mixed" train (partly goods, partly 
passengers) finally reaching Standon a little before ten. On arriving at the College, the 
first thing was breakfast. Then cricket would begin about 11.30and go on till five with 
perhaps half-an-hour break at 1 o'clock for refreshment - lunch would be a too 
ambitious title; bread and cheese and beer was brought on to the ground by Martin 
Bennet, and that was all. But in the evening at 5.30 the elevens sat down to an 
elaborate dinner, followed by dessert and speeches. Mgr Patterson [Mgr. Ward's 
predecessor as then President] always spoke to the point and in his well-known after-
dinner style. The visiting captain then made a speech, to which he was sometimes a 
little unaccustomed; finally our captain had to make one and sometimes got entirely at 
sea. The eleven finally departed by the 7.45 "mixed" train, and reached London about 
half past ten. Thus some of them did not get home until midnight, having been out 
since 6 am. No wonder that their cricket did not always show to advantage." 
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Requiescant in Pace 
 
Fr  Anthony (Tony) Potter  died on May 6th after a long illness. He was at 
Allen Hall from 1957-63 and then taught at St Hugh's until 1979. He will be 
remembered by generations of Hugonians as a gifted teacher, kind, gentle and 
full of fun. Colleagues will also remember his great sense of humour and fund of 
anecdotes, which he loved to recount. He was also a great stamp-collector, skier 
and fisherman and always a devoted priest. Latterly he was the beloved parish 
priest of the people of the people of Tring and finally realized his dream when 
the new church was opened there, a fitting tribute to his ministry. 
 
Pauline Par ker  died at the end of April after a courageous battle during which 
she never lost hope. Pauline came to St Edmund's to teach English in 1990 and 
immediately made her mark as a professional of the highest standards combined 
with a sincere concern for her pupils, a tremendous sense of humour and a sharp 
wit. At her requiem mass the church was packed with friends, colleagues and a 
huge number of past pupils, a tribute, which was given a personal voice by Ipar 
L'Aimable and Nick Gilbert in their moving appreciation of Pauline. 
 
M ichael L loyd (D 1966-72) died on April 3rd having been previously affected 
by multiple sclerosis since 1997. Although one of my House reports refers to 
him in some frustration as the 'absent-minded professor'. Michael's later medical 
career at Barts, Edinburgh and London hospitals led him to the post of senior 
consultant in change of areas, including orthopaedic, neurological and 
radiological. He published a great deal and maintained his interest in music and 
music technology. After entering the local Cheshire Home, he used the 
computer to keep in contact with his family and friends. Among those at the 
requiem were Paul and Nick Nesbitt-Larking, Pat Lydon, Chris Collins, 
Philip Smith, David Pigeon, Justin Scarborough- Taylor, John and Michael 
Barkham and, of course, Michael's brother Nicholas; Pr Pinot celebrated.
