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Cardinal Bourne and St. Edmund’s College.
A Centenary

Francis Bourne became Archbishop of Westminster in 1903 and Cardinal in
1911. He proved to be one of the College’s greatest benefactors and advocates. On
May 24™ 1905 in the presence of seven bishops, one abbot and a hundred OE clergy
and laity he opened the new ‘Divines Wing’, the area now entered via ‘The Elephant’. In
doing this he re-established the Douay tradition of school and seminary side by side and
embarked upon a programme to raise the profile of both.

On the previous day the new Shrine Chapel had been consecrated, a gift of The
Edmundian Association. 1922 saw the establishment of the three houses, Douglass,
Challoner and Talbot with their own areas, the building of the school block containing
hall, classrooms and laboratories, and the extension to the then gymnasium, all under
his aegis and encouragement. His continuing commitment to the College resulted in the
Douay Hall being built in 1932, together with the extension to the Divines’ Wing, now
named Allen Hall.

Cardinal Bourne lies buried in the Galilee Chapel, the construction of which he
himself financed and supervised in 1922. In 1936, one year after his death, windows
depicting the Cardinal and aspects of his priestly life were presented by The Edmundian
Association.

This year, on May 212, the Association Dinner which follows the AGM will
celebrate the centenary of the Divines’ Wing. As a permanent commemoration of this
great benefactor of the College the newly refurbished area adjoining the Myers Room
will be named the ‘Bourne Room’

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Sixty Years After VE Day an OE Reflects On the Qutbreak of War

Now in my 80s | forget where on earth | have put my spectacles but |
remember so clearly the outbreak of war on September 3. 1939.
Evacuated from central London, a few days earlier, with little or no idea
what was in store, just forty five days before my 16th. birthday. I, with a
few others, at about 11am assembled in the sitting room of the House
master of Challoner Fr. Reginald Butcher, known to us as Reggie B later
to be Head of The Cardinal Vaughan School in central London. We were
listening to the wireless, as it was then called. (WIRELESS no longer
appears in my computer's spell check) awaiting the broadcast at 11.15
by Mr. Neville Chamberlain the Prime Minster. He said "the British
ambassador to Berlin had handed a final note to the German
government this morning saying unless it announced plans to withdraw
from Poland by 11.00, a state of war would exist between the two
countries. | have to tell you now that no such undertaking has been
received and consequently this country is at war with Germany."

| still have a 1939 Christmas card from Fr. Butcher on which he has
written "John | hope | shall see you before very long. | shall be able to
give you your Missal that has been found", & his ordination card dated
July 29th. 1928 "UT OFFERAT DONA ET SACRIFICIA"

| can remember that immediately we left Reggie B's room the air raid
warning siren sounded and a few of us crouched beneath one of the
benches on the cricket pitch wondering what to expect. Next day we
were put to work digging trenches in the main quadrangle. A job we
were ill equipped to do. Our muscles hardly developed.

The Headmaster was Fr. Sherlock a name hard for me to forget
because in an English class studying The Merchant of Venice. | referred
to Shylock as Sherlock which | thought was quite funny but not so the
Teacher. In those days any pupil committing a misdemeanour received
a yellow card on which the demeanour was explained by the teacher &
which the culprit had to retain till 8.10 pm when after waiting outside the
headmaster's office for what seemed like hours was then called in to
hand the card to await sentence. Fr. Sherlock smiled & said Hatfield this
hurts me more than it will hurt you delivering six well aimed strokes with
his infamous very flexible cane. Still the same today?

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Reguiescant in Pace

Sean Fitt (JD76-83) died on 6 January 2005 at the age of 39. The
car he was driving was involved in a head-on collision on a
dangerous stretch of the A10 near Reed, south of Royston. A
Requiem Mass was held in the College Chapel on Saturday 22
January.

Peter Fletcher (HC30-37), a loyal OE, died on 30 January 2005 at
the age of 85. He was the first Drum Major of the revived Corps of
Drums, though his military service in the 2nd World War was cut
short by polio. Peter was Lay Vice-President of The Edmundian
Association between 1983 & 1986.

Capt Joe Phillips, who was Bursar between 1976 & 1984, died on
18 February 2005. During his time at the College, the Chapel was
re-roofed, and a successful appeal enabled the refurbishment of
the Douay Hall, the building of the covered playground (which later
became the Butler Hall), and the conversion of the former Allen Hall
Refectory into the Music School.
